Apologies for absence were received from Helen Santilly and Duncan Apthorp
85 - 11/12
Declarations of interest – the chairman declared a personal interest due to the location of the application house and his property. He declared the meeting quorae and asked L. Davies to chair the meeting for Item 86
86 - 11/12 Planning Application S/2184/11 - Thatchcote, High Street, Horningsea, CB25 9JG Erection of garage and garden room following demolition of existing garage/workshop.
The plans and supporting documents had been viewed by members and the applicant was present to explain the plans and that the condition of the current building was unsound and would have to be demolished. Two neighbours were present and commented that they would welcome the change and had no objections to the proposal. Members asked for more information on the height, the materials, size of footprint and the plan for maintenance of the fence and boundary wall.
RMcM roposed approval of the application, seconded by MG and agreed by LD.

Consideration of CCC’s proposal on Street Lighting PFI; replacement columns to be provided by Balfour Beatty and possible reduction in CCC street lights. The clerk had asked for more information but no details, other than that there were 41 columns in Horningsea owned by the CCC, were available. Members felt there was insufficient detail in the letter to make a decision. They also commented that they did not see a need to replace the current stock. They did not want to adopt any street lights and become responsible for maintenance and energy costs.
